STANDARDS OF ACADEMIC PROGRAM FOR TRAINING OF CHEMISTRY PROFESSIONALS
IN THE US HISGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS

Summary. Introduction. Today, scientific literacy becomes a meaningful value. Increasingly more
employers need workers who can quickly learn to think creatively, make decisions, justify their decisions,
and solve problems. An important influence on the development of these skills makes an understanding of
science and scientific processes. As one of the fundamental sciences, chemistry never remained outside the
study and research. The study of the discipline was accompanied by the establishment of standards for
preserving and improving the quality of education in this area. Setting effective standards in the field of
chemistry contributes to professional development and training of qualified and successful professionals.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to consider what is meant by the standards of higher
education in the US; explore what are the curriculum standards in the field of chemistry in the United
States, what is the role of these standards and who develops them; how these standards are implemented
in the educational process in the United States.

US universities that offer education in chemistry usually offer students a choice of two directions,
leading to a bachelor's degree in chemistry. Requirements for both directions are formed in such a way as
to provide students with the opportunity to choose the direction of the course work that satisfies their
career goals. Thus, the standard direction and certified by American Chemical Society direction are
proposed.

Conclusion. Nowadays higher education in the United States is experiencing a period of major
changes. The approach to accreditation of higher education institutions and training programs is
changing. More attention is paid to the quality of higher education, including accountability of learning
outcomes, transparency and accessibility of data on performance. Chemistry in higher education in the
United States is also involved in the process of improving the quality of education, including introducing
and updating educational standards. Curriculum standards are set by accreditation agencies and higher
education institutions. Future bachelors in chemistry have the opportunity to choose from two tracks of
their education, standard track or certified by American Chemical Society track that promotes high
quality education in this field. The curriculum, approved by American Chemical Society, provides the
necessary standards for a complete professional education of a bachelor in chemistry and creates the
necessary foundation for continued academic improvement in graduate school.

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FORMATION OF ACTIVITY (STRATEGIC) AS A KIND COMMUNICATIVE COMPETENCE
IN LESSONS UKRAINIAN LANGUAGE

Summary. The article is devoted to the lingvo-didactic problem of formation of activity (strategic)
competence of the secondary school pupils at the lessons of Ukrainian language. Activity (strategic) competence
is conmsidered to be a type of communication competence and represents individual's ability to realize verbal and
nonverbal means in accordance with a specific purpose and communicative strategies. Its important components
are organizational, general-cognitive, creative, aesthetic and ethical skills. The article emphasizes that the
current Ukrainian language program for grades 5-11 provides for the development in pupils such skills as
organizational and control, which regulates the achievements in determining the motive and purpose of their own
activities, its planning until the goal is reached, the conceived plan implementation, ability fo estimate the result
and make appropriate conclusions; general cognitive abilities, which provides for independent work of a pupil,
aimed at the analysis of language and non-language concepts, phenomena, regularities, comparison,
systematization, generalization, specification for the purpose of formulation of conclusions based on observations,
highlighting the main and the secondary, modeling language and non-language concepts, phenomena,
regularities; creative skills, developing the pupil’s thinking, i.e. the ability to represent on one's own verbally
described objects, phenomena, improvise on the basis of perceived, to resort to the further development of certain
events and phenomena, to transfer freely previously acquired knowledge in a new situation, to notice and to
formulate problems in the process of learning and life creation, to make assumptions about the solvation of a
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specific problem, to pick arguments for the proof of the certain position correctness and the refutation of the false
assumptions and assertions; aesthetic-ethical skills, according to which the pupil sees and appreciates beauty in
language phenomena, the phenomena of nature, in art, in human actions and the results of their activity, is able to
assess critically the compliance of his or her own actions with the universal moral norms, to eliminate the
detected nonconformity, has the ability to put herself or himself in the position of the other person.
