J. J. Russo in his own theory was advising fo give not made-up knowledge but see
pupil as encounter of truth “give him clear questions and ability to deal with it Let him searh truth on his own”.

Originality. Problem of child’s self activity was actual all times, especially it is includes education
sphere. It’s priority is orientation on formation self-made educational activity. Point is in child’s demand
and ability to think, to orient oneself'in new situation, to see question, task and solution.

Conclusion. Self independent primary school pupils work is way to knowledge acquisition, formation
activity and independence, learning propgress. Skills and abilities are not self-made they are result of special
exercises which are organicl part of learning process.

Great meaning in this position have high teaching skills, control on pupils active cognition, pedagogic
logic, creation of problems situations on the lessons, right and rational organization of different kinds work,
which includes some difficulties and summing up results with marking it.
