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THE ROLE OF ADAPTATION IN SOCIALIZATION OF A CHILD
TO THE PRESHOOL INSTITUTION

Summary. Introduction. Studying the issue of socialization in early childhood scholars note that the
socialization of the child in the preschool institution is the basis of a complex process of adaptation. We
focus on the importance of consideration and study of the adaptation that will more fully and deeply
characterize the phenomenon of individual relationships and environments based activity of the child in its
development, and by understanding it as a source of identity and self-determination. We draw attention to
the different approaches to understanding two sides of the socialization process and determine the degree of
activity of the individual in the process.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to analyze and make clear the role of adaptation in the process
of socialization of a child to the preschool institution.

Results. Training, education, child development should take place in an atmosphere of security and
psychological comfort. This means that the child's environment should be safe in hygiene, living conditions
in general and in the moral and psychological aspect. First of all, the environment must meet the cognitive
structure (cognitive) sphere of child to predict the possibility of free game development and other types of
activities. An important role in optimizing processes of social adaptation of children is given to the pre-
schools because that is where there is an active personality formation. Studying the nature of the process of
social adaptation of the preschoolers, analysis of internal and external factors that complicate it - it is an
opportunity to answer the basic question of psychology - pedagogical practice: how to prepare children for
full integration into society.

Originality. The problem of formulating and solving pedagogical conditions of adaptation kids in
preschool education is very urgent. The realities of modern life prove that this educational field is an
understudied issue.

Conclusion. The adaptation to the preschool institution is considered to be a close interaction between
environment and socialization of the child, it promotes self-help, gives the abilities to overcome anxiety and
immediately develops a preschooler. An important role in optimizing processes of social adaptation of children
owned pre-schools because that is where there is an active personality formation.
