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FUTURE TEACHERS PROFESSIONAL TRAINING IN HIGHER EDUCATION AS A

Based on the
analysis of different interpretations of the concept of future teachers professional training in pedagogical
scientific ideas the author proposed her own interpritation of this term: the system of organizational and
educational activities oriented on personal development of its purpose and final result which perform
the professional and educational activities.
