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MODEL AND PEDAGOGICAL CONDITIONS FOR
FUTURE SOCIAL PEDAGOGES TRAINING TO
FAMILY AND SCHOOL INTERACTION IN
WORKING WITH GIFTED CHILDREN
OF PRIMARY SCHOOL AGE

Abstract. Introduction. The simulation of the fu-
ture specialists training is based on the problem of
creating a specialist model. At the present stage of the
pedagogy development, this issue has been studied by
I Vasiliev, 1. Volodarskaya, E. Zeyer, E. Klimov, N.
Kuzmina, Y. Lavrikov, A. Markova, V. Milleryan, A.
Mitin, A. O. Rostunov, I. Sigov, O. Smirnova, G. Sukho-
dolsky, N.Talizina, D.Tollingerova. The diversity of
scientific approaches regarding the essence of thespe-
cialist model is based on the theory of activity and the
method of systematic formation of mental actions and
concepts.

Modern models of social pedagogue professional
training provide a description of the main types of
professional activities, a list of requirements for a set
of knowledge and skills of future specialists. In partic-
ular, the qualification model involves the usage of
qualification characteristics as the basis for determin-
ing the content, forms and methods of training, which
contributes to a more complete disclosure of the pro-
fession specifics. This model determines not only the
quality of the future specialist, but also acts as a pro-
fessional standard.

The purpose of the article is to disclose and ana-
lyze the content and features of social pedagogue
training model  to family and school interaction in
working with gifted children of primary school age and
determine the pedagogical conditions that ensure the
effectiveness of the implementation of this model.

The methods of analysis, synthesis, comparison,
synthesis, abstraction are used in the article.

Results. The model of future social pedagogues
training to family and school interaction in working
with gifted children of primary school age is developed
and pedagogical conditions of its effective implementa-
tion are determined.

Originality. The understanding of the training
system of future social pedagogues for the family and
school interaction in working with gifted children of
primary school age is represented in the author's mod-
el, the components of which are the target, conceptual,
didactic, diagnostic and productive components. The
main principles in the model development have be-
come: predictability, rationalism, realism, controllabil-
ity.

The target component of the training process is
aimed to ensure the readiness of future social peda-
gogues to family and school interaction in working
with gifted children of primary school age.

The conceptual component is based on three sci-
entific approaches (competent, personal, dialogical) to
the process of future social pedagogues training for the
family and school interaction in working with gifted
children of primary school age.

The didactic component involves the implementa-
tion of the pedagogical conditions of the training pro-
cess.

Considering the pedagogical conditions as inter-
dependent elements of the educational environment -
factors that are defined and understood by the partici-
pants of the pedagogical interaction and are based on
the basic ideas, approaches, principles of general-
professional training, the following pedagogical condi-
tions of the future social pedagogues training for the
family and school interaction in working with gifted
children of primary school age were outlined: devel-
opment of a curriculum of an optional course "Social
pedagogical interaction of family and school in work-
ing with gifted children of primary school age"; the
usage of interactive teaching methods in the process of
future social pedagogues training for the family and
school interaction in working with gifted children of
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primary school age; expansion of the circle of subjects
in the process of training for the family and school
interaction in working with gifted children of primary
school age; involvement of students in the practice-
oriented learning process.

Each of the revealed pedagogical conditions has
its internal capabilities, which is aimed at forming a
separate component of readiness. Also, each individu-
al condition cannot fully ensure the efficiency of for-
mation of the investigated characteristic. Only their
systemic unity allows achieving maximum results and
establishes a complex of pedagogical conditions for the
future social pedagogues training for the family and
school interaction in working with gifted children of
primary school age.

The diagnostic component is formed on the ob-
servation basis of the process efficiency of future so-
cial pedagogues training and the formation of their
professional qualities and indicators of readiness for
the implementation of family and school interaction
with gifted children of primary school age.

The effective component of the model involves
identifying the results of training and, if necessary,
correction, analysis of the professional competence
formation of future social pedagogues as an indicator
of readiness (based on certain criteria, indicators and
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levels) to implement the family and school interaction
in working with gifted children of primary school age.

Conclusion. The proposed model of the future
social pedagogues training for the family and school
interaction in working with gifted children of primary
school age reflects the complex realization of all com-
ponents of the training system in higher education
institutions and targeted influence on the personality
of the future social pedagogue in order to enhance
professional qualities necessary for the family and
school interaction in working with gifted children of
primary school age. The outlined pedagogical condi-
tions provide a constructive process for the transfer of
special knowledge, forms of work, leading experience,
professional values and personality traits of the future
social pedagogue, which in their totality will allow him
to provide and interact with family and school in
working with gifted children of primary school age
effectively.
