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Professional training of a psychologist is one of the topical problems, which puts the task of
implementing personal psycho-correction of future specialists. Such psycho-correction can be
achieved by implementing appropriate methods, oriented to profound knowledge of the psyche.

Originality. As a result of an online survey and interviews with students, we found an internal
contradiction that is characteristic of the students of the psychological faculty. This is a contradiction
between the perceptions of the work of the psychologist, which students had before entering the
university, and the representations that are made up of students under the influence of familiarization
practice. Our experience shows that this contradiction does not require special correction and
successfully copes with the process of further education.

Conclusion. Professional training of a psychologist is one of the topical problems, which puts
the task of implementing personal psycho-correction of future specialists. Such a psycho-correction
can be achieved by implementing appropriate methods, oriented to profound knowledge of the psyche.

An analysis of modern scientific research on the problem of future psychologists training
suggests that this issue is presented in the research, but the personal psycho-correction category
remains poorly developed and the optimal ways of ensuring it. So, the further research prospect is
seen in identifying the psycho-correction possibilities and clarifying its stable relationship with the
formation of future specialists’ professionalism.

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DEVELOPING THE FAVORABLE EDUCATIONAL SETTING IN HIGHER EDUCATION
AS A FACTOR OF THE EFFECTIVENESS OF THE INCLUSIVE EDUCATION.

Abstract. Introduction. Modern higher education raises the necessity to build up conditions
favorable for the development and improvement of the educational setting in higher education. The
process of building a favorable educational setting is growing more important nowadays as more and
more youths with disabilities are entering higher education institutions in Ukraine.

Purpose. The article aims to define and correlate the components that make up the favorable
educational setting and the inclusive educational setting in the higher education.

Methods. To reach the purpose of the article, such methods as analysis, synthesis,
comparison, and generalization of scientific literature have been applied.

Results. The favorable educational setting in higher education is an essential phenomenon of
the educational process. We define any educational setting as favorable when students are provided
with the conditions that ensure personal growth and professional development. The inclusive
educational setting is referred to as the setting where every student, irrespective of their physical,
cognitive, emotional, language, and mental development is entitled to equal access to quality
education. Inclusive setting influences the quality of program and the interaction between teachers
and students with disabilities. These are some of the peculiarities of a favorable educational setting in
higher educational institutions: a student with disabilities is expected to possess some experience of
being in such inclusive educational setting; they should understand and correlate their disabilities
with all educational conditions and particularities of a would-be profession; creation of the
rehabilitation structures in higher educational institutions has restricted potentialities.

Originality. Any educational setting, be it favorable or inclusive, comprises three components:
spatiotemporal, social, and psycho-didactic components. However, some differences between
favorable and inclusive settings affect each component of the setting. These differences are related to
quantitative and qualitative indicators as well as to the prescribed value of each of the component.
The spatiotemporal element is of primary importance for the inclusive educational setting. Physical
space must be considered and organized in a special way, and all educational materials must be
adapted to meet students’ special needs whereas favorable inclusive environment doesn’t emphasize
meeting the needs of students with disabilities, the system may not have specially organized support.
Typical students in the favorable educational setting have more diversified opportunities for learning.
The social component has proved to differ in both settings. While the inclusive social component
underscores values of inclusion that consider every student with disability as equal, as the one who
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belongs, as the one who is entitled to be included, the favorable setting takes it for granted. The
favorable setting doesn’t focus on the support system for students assuming that students can adjust to
the setting, set up relationships with peers with ease. The favorable setting underlines the importance
of creating conditions for student personal growth and professional development through helping a
student to plan the individual professional trajectory. The psycho-didactic component reveals more
differences in the qualitative context. The inclusive setting relies heavily on assistive technology,
teacher’ efficacy, teacher inclusive competence that ensures teacher self-efficacy and professional
efficacy. The favorable setting offers diversified instruction for typical students expecting them to be
independent and capable of making necessary choices. So, diversified instruction and the conditions
for personal growth and professional development are similar for both the inclusive and the favorable
setting.

Conclusion. Thus, the higher education setting can be described as inclusive and favorable,
however the concept «inclusiveybroadens the opportunities for students with disabilities. Today, the
universities in Ukraine are focused on developing the favorable educational setting that can provide
necessary conditions for student personal growth and professional development because of its many
‘inclusive’ characteristics.
