Having analyzed the process
of teaching functional literacy to adults in Belgium, the
authors can state that the problem has acquired a new
status. In developed countries, illiteracy, that is, reading
or writing disability, is no longer a total problem and
concerns only very special groups of immigrants. Howeuv-
er, functional illiteracy causing the disability of applying
knowledge acquired at secondary school to everyday life
is a feature of those who leaved school prematurely or
graduated from it with very low basic skills. It still exists
in a modern world and is a considerable social problem.
Teaching functional literacy to adults is a constituent part
of educational activities in general. It is directed not only
towards acquiring basic skills like speaking, reading,
writing or dealing with numbers, but also towards provid-
ing the full participation of adults in social life.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the basic prin-
ciples of the organization of teaching functional literacy to
adults in Belgium and the possibility of their implementa-
tion in the field of adult education in Ukraine.

The methods of analysis, synthesis and comparison
are used in the article.

Results. In Belgium adult education takes into account
their abilities, needs and targets which are different to
those of school children. These peculiarities of adult learn-
ing require applying specific techniques and developing
special syllabi which promote the formation of conscience,
motivation and personal development in general. Moreo-
ver, the life experience of adult learners should be used in
the process of their acquiring new skills and knowledge
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which are well memorized in such a way. Syllabi for
adults are based on the use of individual approach to the
learners, begin from the determining the level of previous-
ly acquired knowledge, provide the opportunity for form-
ing their own opinions and abstract notions. The main
principle of developing the content of the syllabi consists
in integration approach which means interdisciplinary
integration, subject integration, test and media integra-
tion, integration of learner’s and teacher’s materials.

Originality. This research has been done for the first
time with the use of original literature sources.

Conclusion. The process of teaching functional literacy
to adults in Belgium is directed to forming the readiness to
learning in every context and at every age; ability to ac-
commodate their learning to different contexts according
to individual needs and dispositions; readiness to acquir-
ing new knowledge and to self-education, using the expe-
rience of others and with collaboration with them. For
better achievements the knowledge and values of adult
students of literacy courses are developed simultaneous-
ly, which means that students learn how to implement
their new knowledge in the real life.
