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STUDENTS' ATTITUDES TOWARDS ONLINE EDUCATION: LESSONS OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC

Summary. Long stay of the Ivano-Frankivsk region in
the “red zone” has extended the distant learning process
in the higher educational establishments, which has
allowed us to outline the specific issues of the online-
learning organization and understand the new opportuni-
ties of digital formats. The article presents the analysis of
the results obtained from the survey about different as-
pects of the students’ attitude to the organization of the
learning process during the COVID-19 pandemic and the
prospects of introducing the elements of distant learning
in the educational process. The survey was conducted
among the students of the Ivano-Frankivsk National
Technical University of Oil and Gas. According to the
students, the main advantage of distant learning is an
ability to combine learning and work as well as have
more free time; while the main disadvantages are ab-
sence of communication with peers, technical issues,
absence of offline communication with teachers, and
difficulties with self-organization during home studying. It
has been discovered that most of the students would like
the elements of distant learning to be more widely used
even after the quarantine period.
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The article studies the interrelations in multi-
dimensional conjugation tables which were obtained as a
result of the survey by means of long-linear analysis. The
long-linear model with the response variable (the desire of
students to continue using elements of distant learning)
was used in the STATISTICA packet. The impact of the
explanatory variables (advantages and disadvantages of
distant learning) on the probability of such desire was
studied. The conducted analysis discovered three statisti-
cally significant two-factor interactions between the ex-
planatory variable and response variable. It has been
found that the probability of the students’ dissatisfaction
with the possibility of introducing the online learning
elements after the quarantine period increases for the
category of students that lack communication with teach-
ers, have difficulties with home studying and concentra-
tion.
