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PROFESSIONAL TEACHER TRAINING TO IMPLEMENT CHARACTER
EDUCATION IN PUBLIC SCHOOLS USA

Summary. The aim of the article is to specify the effective ways of future teacher preparation for
character education in American public school and prove their effectiveness for Ukrainian national
education system. Particular aspects of teachers’ professional preparation for character education and the
functions of a teacher in the character education implementation process are discussed in the article. Two
character education approaches for teacher education are analyzed — “minimalist” and “maximalist”. The
first one requires teacher educators to avoid using explicit hidden character education curriculum by

revealing the inextricable connection regarding best practice instructions and the outcomes of character
education; another approach means learning a set of pedagogical strategies that are aimed at moral
character directly being the major curricular goal at every school in the USA. Regarding this aspect five
stages toward moral character development are mentioned in the article: apprenticeship instruction,
supportive climate, self-regulation, ethical skills, adopting, and a developmental systems approach.

The article highlights the requirements for teacher preparation that faculties, colleges and
universities in relation to: cultural diversity awareness; - development and implementation of “cultural
sensitive curriculum”; professional cooperation reinforcement between pre-service and in-service teachers.

The article emphasizes as well three major approaches concerning pre-service teacher preparation
for character education developed by American scholars: Best Practice Education; Broad Character
Education; Intentional Moral-Character Education, however the main emphasis was made on the Best
Practice approach as it consists of a set of well-attested pedagogical strategies that are considered to be the
most effective educational practice, including cooperative learning, democratic classrooms, and
constructivist approaches to teaching and learning. Best Practice Education approach endorses practices
that cultivate autonomy, intrinsic motivation and community engagement; requires authoritative leadership
in the classroom much like authoritative at home and has the added virtue of requiring no significant
alteration of pre-service teacher training.
