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TEACHER TRAINING A PROGRAM CHARACTER EDUCATION IN US SCHOOLS

summury. The article is devoted to the present situation in the sphere of pre-service and in-service
professional development of teachers for implementing character education programs in state schools of the
USA. The goal of character education is to help students develop good character, which includes knowing,
caring about and acting upon core ethical values such as respect, responsibility, honesty, fairness and
compassion. The intentional teaching of good character is particularly important in today’s Ukrainian
society since our youth face many opportunities and dangers unknown to earlier generations.

In America, developing good character in young people was an essential part of the educational
mission from the colonial period through the first part of the 20th century. Since the mid-1950s, the
identification of moral education goals and objectives was greatly reduced in curriculum guides and
materials produced by state departments of education and many local schools. The weakening of positive
character education in many families and most schools led to negative peer pressures, glorification of sex,
violence, social injustice and the decline of moral values in society as a whole. By the mid-1980s, a number
of communities in various parts of the United States began a process which led to the reintroduction of
character education in their local schools.

Teachers are those who bear the responsibility of producing societal change through the education
of younger generations. The research results provide evidence to the fact that at the beginning of the XXI
century American teachers typically received almost no pre-service or in-service training in the moral
aspects of their craft. For the most part, preservice teacher education programs confined issues of moral
growth and character formation to a brief section within courses on educational psychology or child
development. Many teachers did not feel comfortable or competent in the values domain.

The relative neglect of moral character education in the formal preservice teacher curriculum has
some causes. The first one is the surfeit of training objectives that already crowd the academic curriculum of
teaching majors. The second cause is the fear of moral education because sometimes it isn’t clear enough
whose values should be taught in such a multicultural society. Moreover there are two alternative
approaches to character education implementation: implicit and intentional. The implicit approach views
character education as immanent to best practice instruction. This approach argues that there is little need
for specialized instruction in ethics or in the design of distinctly moral education curriculum. Rather,
character development is an outcome of effective teaching. Many teachers across the country are trained in
character education through staff development and in-services. It is still necessary to improve pre-service
and in-service professional development of teachers for implementing character education programs in state
schools of the USA.
